The development of the full and active participation of
all children and young people is a core value of the
work of Save the Children in Wales.  Further
information on Save the Children’s work on
participation can be found in the occasional paper
Children and Young People’s Participation. Save
the Children has been the lead agency in developing
the Participation Consortium and the Participation
Unit for Wales, both of which are national strategic
structures for enabling and supporting children and
young people’s participation (0-25 years) in decision-
making in Wales.  Save the Children chairs the
Participation Consortium and hosts the Participation
Unit. 
 
The Participation Consortium 
 
In March 2003, the Welsh Assembly Government
initiated a task group specifically to look at a structure
for enabling and supporting children and young
people’s participation 0 – 25 years in decision-making
across Wales.  
 
The task group resulted in establishing a Participation
Consortium for Wales. A consortium approach to
developing participation ensures co-ordination and the
sharing of good practice, avoids duplication and
acknowledges diversity. 
 
Current membership of the Consortium includes Black
Voluntary Sector Network, Cardiff Black Youth
Network, Children in Wales, CWVYS, Funky Dragon,
Framework for Partnership Co-ordinators, Tros
Gynnal, Voices from Care, Save the Children, Wales
Youth Agency, WCVA, Canllaw,  Youth and Pupil
Participation Division  of WAG, the Children’s
Commissioners Office, Youth Forum Workers,
Youthlink Wales, Barnardos, CAFCASS, Carnegie
Young People’s Initiative, CEWC, Estyn. 
 
Participation Unit 
 
• The Participation Consortium received funding

from the WAG Children and Family Organisations
Grants Scheme and the European Social Fund to
establish a Participation Unit in October 2004. 
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• This Unit is seen as a focal point to promote 

children and young people’s participation and 
has four principle tasks: Co-ordination, 
Assessment, Enabling and Sharing.  The 
meaningful participation of children and young 
people in the work of the Unit is fundamental, 
as is working with participation practitioners 
across Wales. 

• A Participation Unit Manager and three other 
supporting staff members have been appointed 
to work in the Unit.  

• The Participation Consortium is currently 
operating as a steering group for the Unit and 
for joint development of a co-ordinated 
strategic approach to participation in Wales. 

 
Work of the Participation Consortium and 
Unit includes: 
 
• Developing work on definitions of and 

national standards for participation. 
• Gathering evidence on the benefits and 

outcomes of participation and impact 
assessment. 

• Working together to audit training, identify 
gaps and to establish fundamental ‘core’ 
elements of training in participation. 

• Providing support to child and young person 
led initiatives / organisations. 

• Mapping participation across Wales to 
establish a ‘baseline’ for strategic planning. 

• Supporting and developing work on children 
and young people’s participation in policy 
theme areas such as Education and 
Communities First. 

 
The Participation Consortium and Participation 
Unit works closely with the Participation Project 
based within the Welsh Assembly Government 
developing the participation of children and young 
people in the work of the Assembly.
