Child Poverty Action Group: expanding eligibility for free school
meals in Wales

Child Poverty Action Group’s (CPAG) analysis has found that over half of children
in Wales who live below the UK poverty line are not entitled to free school meals.
Of the 129,000 school-age children living below the poverty line in Wales, over
70,000 are not eligible for free school meals, mainly because their parents are in
low-paid jobs which take them over the eligibility threshold.

Following on from the June 2020 NEA policy paper “The Gathering Storm: Utility
Debt and Covid-19”, this paper provides an evidence synthesis of personal debt,
both prior and post the Covid-19 outbreak, with a focus on the shift from consumer
debt, such as loans and credit cards, to household debts, such as arrears with utility
providers, offering a comparison of known debt levels in energy, water and local
government.
