The Wales UNCRC Monitoring Group publish report for the United
Nations, highlighting children’s rights priorities in Wales 

The Wales UNCRC Monitoring Group have released a report which has sought to
identify the priority issues impacting on children in Wales and the barriers they face
in realising their rights. Drawing on evidence received from over
80 organisations and individuals through consultation events and a call for written
evidence, the report acknowledges that whilst progress has been made in some
areas, all children, particularly those most vulnerable, continue to face huge levels
of disadvantage and inequalities, which have been exacerbated as a consequence
of the pandemic. 

The report, which will be submitted to the United Nations, provides a list of
questions for the Welsh Government across 30 policy areas affecting children,
including Child Poverty.

The index ranks small areas in Wales on several types of deprivation, like income
and housing, and combines these into an overall measure of multiple deprivation.
We can also use the index to examine the differential impacts of the virus on
communities.

free school meals 

Prior to the pandemic, at least two in five school-age children - 1.3million - who
lived below the UK’s poverty line were not entitled to free school meals, new
analysis from Child Poverty Action Group (CPAG) shows. All of these children are
in families in low paid work but do not qualify because of stringent eligibility criteria,
the analysis finds.

New research shows that almost 18 million people, a third of the population, have
had to use credit cards, go into their overdraft or borrow from friends and family
since March.  

Nearly half of families with children have been forced into some form of debt since
the start of the pandemic, prompting warnings that Britain risks becoming a nation
“surviving on credit”.
